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HE ADOPTIVE PARENTS ASSOCIATION OF IRELAND was founded
in 1976 as a representative and support group for adop-
tive parents and their families. providing sympathy and
understanding to anyons: looking for advice on any area of adoption.
Sinee then our work has expanded 1o include people doing projects
and theses on adoption — nurses, university college students, social
workers. Vogether with adeptive parents, prospective adopters.
adoptees. hirth pavents. ete. Il we cannol help in a particular
instance, we will always know someone who can advise. We have a

very zood network,

The organisation works through local branches with o central
eouneil — comprised of representatives from the hranches — which

meets monthly in Dublin. and is responsible for most of the work

of the Association. The Council is emtirely voluntary. and does not
etploy puid staff. All its work is carried out on a voluntary basis
and at their own expense by the officers and members of the

Couneil, most of whom have to travel considerable distanees to do

this work. Our principal expenses are for telephone, typing and

printing, advertising, conference venues. and travelling.

The work of the Council may be summaurised as follows:

1. Provision of information and connselling to individual adoptive
parents who may have problems in relation to particnlar aspects
of adoption, advising prospective adopters on adoption precedures.

vle.. and adv

izing and directing adopted people and birth parents
who may desire 1o make contact with their hirth parent or adult

child.

2, Arranging open meelings for adopted people, adoptive parents,

birth parents. social workers and other interested people. The
always evoke a positive response amd ast inerease in requests for

support from people in difficulty.

3. Campaigning vigorously for the establishment of a properly

regulated contact register and information centre for adupted
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people amd birth mothers, us the eurrent lack of entitlemenn to

information is giving rise to considerable individual unhappines

in many instances, In this regarc we have operated as an individual

organisation, as well as in ussociation with an ad-hoc group.

4. Since 1976, we have campaigned suceessfully for necessary
changes in Adoptien Law, and we were especially involved in
campaigning for The Adoption of Legitimate Children Biil. - the
Adoption Act, 1988 and The Foreign Adoption Bill.— the: Adoption
Act, 1991,

pvicE AND SUproRrT: Some adoptive families require advice
and support in relation 1o diffienhies that may occasion-
ally arise from adoption. or the process of adoption. as in
delays in consent. or disputed cases. or difficulties in addressing
the: newds of adopred adolescents who may have questions ahou
their identity. A number of our members have the capacity and

experie

1o provide the type of connzelling and information
required. We see this role as an important element of our work as=

an Associntion.

We expect the demands on our advice service to intensify becanse

of our vigorous campaign for the introduction of a Gontact Register,

As so much af vur advice work is by telephone. it is worth giving
somie examples of the many and varied calls we get. which generally
increase noticeably following medin coverage on any aspect of

adoption, und vlso after the Christmas period.

Cans FROM Prospective AvopTIvE IParests: Calls from couples
hoping 1o adopt @ child vary from rthose for whom the AP is
their first call of enquiry, to these for whom the call is a last resort.

Depending on the age of the conple we generally recommend that

they comtact The Adoption Board requesting a list of the adoption

agencies in their area and their Adoption Information Package:.



We usually suggest that they make an appointment with a social

worker in their local Health Board e disenss all aspects of [rish

adoption. foreign adoption and short- and long-term fostering.

Fur couples who have been vefuzed or given no hope of getting on
an agency adoption list, we recommend that they examine long-
term fostering if they have not already done so. and also te consider
foreign adoption. Again. the Adoption Beard is the place to contact

for a list of “designated countries’. These are countries where the
Board is satisfied that their respective adoption lawes comply with
the definition of a foreign adoption specified under Section 1 of
the Adoption Aet, 1991, An appointment with a social worker in
the local Health Board is necessary. to discuss the various uptions
and to establish the requirements for o Home Study. which is

essential in order 1o adopt from abroad.

We supply names. addresses, and telephone numbers of various
groups associated with different countries and in particular we
recommend that couples contact the Foreign Adoption Action
Group. We also suggest that they write to Barnardo’s. enclosing a
stamped addressed envelope. requesting a copy of their
comprehensive hooklist dealing with all aspeets ol {rish and foreign

adoption.

Canrs rroyn Avortive Parexts: Calls are varied and may include
the following:

1. Cascs where the natural mother fails, refuses or neglects to
sigm the final consent, and the adoptive parents do not know
what 10 do: As no two cases are ever the same it is difficult to
summarise the type of help or support offercd. We usually put
couples in touch with others who have had similar experiences.
and members often travel 1o meet the parents in these situgtions,
We try to offer a balance of opinions by suggesting thar parents
talk 1o couples whose decision it was to initiate legal proceedings
under Seetion 3 of the Adoption Act, 1974, We would consider

it important nol to influence the decision made by uny couple but



to support thent in their own decision.

It is our experience that a number of birth mothers are simply
looking for reassurance that the child they relinguished is well and
happy. A promise of ougoing letiers and photographs through the
placing ageney is often sufficient for the birth mother (o return to
her original decision. For this reason we woulld suggest that 1he
adepting couple write to the hirth parent(s) through the agency.
expressing their love for the child and offering resssurance that

the: child is well and happy, hefore they make a final decision.

Couples are often wary that what they write will only upset the
mather further, or are toe emational 1o know where 1o start. For
this reason we have & number of sample letters which we can offer
to couples in these circumstances, (Qboiously we do noet suggest
that the couples copy a letier word-for-word, but it may just provide
the trigger for them to find their own “voice’)

Whether the child remains with the adopting couple, or i
returned Lo the birth parent(s), the exchange of letters offers a
source of comfurt for the grieving party.

2. Couples seeking information on Lelling and talking to a voung
child about adoption: In these situations we can put people in
touch with other mdoptive purents in their area. and a number of
long-lasting friendships have formed as a result. Barnarde’s have
a very zoad booklist for children and parents in this age group.
They also o parenting nights which are very informative and

enjoyable.

3. Parents experiencing difficulties with leenagers: Very often
parents need reassurance that their teenager is the very same as
teenagers world-wide. Once again. the hooklist from Barnardo’s
and introductions to other adoptive parents with teenagers is very

often all that is needed 1o put matters into perspeative,

Occasionally a young adult may expericnee identity problems and
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we would sugzest that the parents verbalise their feelings of love
for their son or daughter and insist on respect and conzideration

[or their own feclings.

Confrontations which include “you're not my real parents anyway’

or “when I find my real mother’ should be treated lightly buat

sensitively. as this is usually a ery for reassurance aml very often is
a throw-back 1o outsiders’ comments - fTor example. on how “lucky’
they were 1o be adopled. We suggest that therve should he a more
open, relaxed amd mavbe humorous attitude 10 adoption in the
home. Perhops a visit to the placing ugency to discuss backgronnd
information. or for more up to date information. wonld be helpful.,
Baooklistz for teenagers and their parents are also available from

Barnardo's.

While most teenagers exhibit varying degrees of hizarre and/or
disturhed behaviour ot times. most of us remember that we
ourselves went through similar episodes in our own youth!
Oceasionully a child will display symptoms which are outsile the
experience of many of us. and for which more professional help

should be sought. Sometimes ndapted children have huul varly

experiences which have disturbed the development of basic trus

and conscience formatien. Thes

now recognition of Reactive
Attachment Diserder. which manifests in a variety of ways. amil
for people who feel they require more information we would snggest
they cantact Parent to Parent Information on Adoption Services

(PPIAS). for uddress see page 53,

4. Parents whose adult child hos been rennited with the birth

mother: Sometimes parents are amazed and horvified ot their own

veactions when their child has male a good trace or reanion, even

when this reunion was with their Messing aod encouragement.
Unexpectel feelings of jealousy or resentment — or even rage — may

overwhelm them, and this. coupled with horror st their reactions,

can have a very unsettling effect. They should not feel that they

are in any way abnormal in this. but rather 1o see i 0s a natonral



reaction Lo any perceived threat 10 their happy family situation.
The hirth parent may seem o be the personification of all that the
adoplive parent is not - almost always younger. and possibly in a
position to offer things that the adoptive parents cannot afford. In
the excitement of the reunion the adeptive parents may feel a bit
let down and castaside. Almeost certainly, this will pass! In all new
friendships there is a “honeymoon period” when the new person
seems to fulfil all expectations o the exelusion of everyone else. In
due course they generally take their rightful place in the scheme of
things. and life goes on! Where an adoption has been a normal.

happy one. itis rare for a child to forsake his or her family.

Throughout their lives, vur children — adopted or otherwise — will
have relationships other than those of the immediate family. and
this is the naturad order. Some of these relutionships will be to our
liking and some not. In most instances, parents are delighted thay
their child hax made some contaet with his or her past, and do not

find it threatening 1o their relationship with the child.

Where o reunion has not been a happy oceasion, whether from
over-expeclation on anyone's part or for whatever reason, it is

vitally important to offer encouragement. reassurance anid love.

The most anyone should expect from a reunion is friendship,

and in some cases even this may not be forthcoming.

Caris rrom Biern Panests: OQur Association receives o surprisingly
large number of calls from birth parents, and this is most common
around significant dates: when the adopted child is abourt seven
years old and aguin when the child is epprouching eighteen or

fwenty-one.

Many Lirth mothers enquire if it would be aceeptable for the ngeney
to rontact the adoptive parents for up-to-date information and
photographs. Some ask if a meeting with the child and/or parenty
is u viable proposition. These are decisions for agencies and
individual couples to make, and the responses 10 such requests are

wide and varied.



We usually recommend that the birth paremt contact the agency
with a letter and photograph. These could be left on file for the
child. in the event that the ageney declines 1o make comtaer with
the adoptive parents, which is the wsual pracrice when the child is
uader eighteen. In many instances birth mothers have tald us that
talking 1o an adoplive parent about their fears and feclings has
heen a great belp and comforvt. Support and counselling groups
Jor birth paremis are available from « number of sources, and
addresses and contaet nnmbers are supplicd by our Association,

and are listed elsewchere in this book.

In some instances the birth mother iz petrified when she receives a
call from the placing ageney asking if she would agree 1o o reunion,
I may come as a grean shock to her to discover old feelings of hurt.

ion or loneliness oming t the surface. feelings which she

reje
thought had been buried ut the time of the adoption. She may e
terriflied a1 the prospect of mecting this baby-hecome-adult.
thinking she will be condemned for placing the child for adoption
in the first place. This is very unlikely to happen. as most yonung
adults are just delighted to make comtact. and are much o

intellizent und sympathetic to judge anyone in that munner.

It is alxo possible that she hasn 't told anyone abou what happened
so muny years ago, and is afraid of heing “found out’. Until she has
come 1o terms with her past. there is no need for her to fear
estublishing contact. Placing agencies ave used 1o maintaining

confidentiality. and can organise meetings discrectly and arvange

for fetters 1o go through a trusted third party.

It really is o better idea w get to know each other by letters and
pthotographs first. through the placing ageney. This pen-friendship
can remove a lot of the awkwardness from the first meeting. which
is hound 1o be emotional anyway! We are often asked b what
will Isay?". swhat il Lery?” or “how will T justify what 1 did?" - a
hug speaks louder than words, and if there are tears — 2o what! As
for justilving decisions meulbe so many vears ago — no-one should

have 10 torture themselves over decisions made in the past. which



were seen at the time to be in the very best interests of the child. It
really is very important that the birth moether get counselling before
the reunion. This counselling need not be in her ouwn town. ifitisa
small pluce. und will always be conducted discreetly and in

confidence. The reunion also, will be somewhere acceptable to her.

THe AvutT AporTen Persox: We receive many calls from adult
adapted people at home and from abroad, whe are hoping to make
contact with their birth mother. or simply trying to get some
background information.

Some years ago the Adoptive Parents Association inittated the
campaign for o Nationol Contact Register, for the purpose of
facilitating adubt adeprees and their birth parents. should they wish
to exchange information or to meet. Since then we have heen actively
involved with other groups in the adoption ficld. working for the
establishment ol a government-funded Register. While progress has
been very slow. we have reason now to fecl confident that at last
there is recognition of the necessity for a Contact Register. The
Adoption Board —inter aliu — is itselfl very keen on the setting up of
such a Register. There has heen considerable success in raising
awareness on this issue with agencies and social workers. All of
this work has resulted in an increased availability of non-identifying
information. and a recognition of the need for a more open approach
aml the necessity for counselling for all involved in the ‘adoption

triangle’ = adoupted people. adoptive parents and birth parents.

A

small number did not know about their adoption until their late

The majority of calls 10 our Association are from adult adopiees,

teens or early adultheod and there is obviously a difficalty in
communication with some adoptive parents on this issue. In these
instances our members offer emotional and practicad support, and
will speak with the parents on behall of the adoptee. where thisis

requested.

In some cases. the parents just found it very difficult to hroach the

subject when the child was young enough for it not to matier, and



then as the child got older there never seemael o he a “right time”
to tell. Times really were different not teo long ago. and many
parents ‘forgot” their child was adopted. For whatever reason. it

wis never out of ﬂlilli{‘.l&.

Nowadays it would be most unusual for a chikl not to be told “their

story’ very early on, so that they grow up with an acceptance of
their adoption in the family, But for another generation thiy
presented often insurmotntable problems of communication. In
some instances there is no doubt that the parents thought the child

might reject them if they knew they weren’t their ‘real” parents.

A significant number of calls are from people whose adoptive
parent(s) have recently died. or from those who have married or
have just started their families. We try 1o address the fears and
warries involved in secking contact, becanse in our experience
feelings of disloyalty towards adoptive parents. oF fears of rejection,

are \'er}' comnon.

It is important 10 establish that there are no wnrealistic
expectations on either side, and that the adepted person e
prepared for all eventualitics, including rejection. For this reason
il is necessary lo receive counselling, and this will alwoys he

disereet and confidemial.

The placing ageney will advise, as will Barnardaok, and there are
various counselling groups and adult adoptee support groups

whose names and nddresses are elsewhere in this book.
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RACING 1Y AN AporTeEn Pegson or A Biery MoTHER:
At some stage, many adopted people and many birth
mathers decide they would like to find out more about
themselves or cach other. It is to he hoped that a Natienal Contact
Register will be established soon 1o enable people 1o make comact
more easily. In the meantime. there are ways in which they can do

this themselves - with varyving degrees of suceess!

It must be stressed that these procedures take time! His never o
case of opening a file and handing over a name and adilress. People
move house. marry. emigrate. ete., and of course, unfortunately
sometimes people die before contact can be made. The adopted
person may be slow to respend 10 overtures. ont of consideration
-

for their adoptive parents’ feclings. thinking that they may he

offended. or perhaps they may just not be ready for such
encounlers. The birth mother may b reluctant (o re-open memories
of past hurts, loneliness and rejection by a partner. [t is possible
that she never 1old her family or husband that she had a child
which was placed for adoption. or perhaps she is afraid that she
will Iie rejected by the adopted person. There are many reasons
why tracing can be a slow process, and because of this, social
workers will always try to deal with both sides in the least intrusive
ray. Perseverance and patience are important, and where

possible, counsclling should be availed of?

It is always a good idea to write a letter and leave it on file with the

adoption society for the adopted person or birth motler, so it will

already be there if the other person devides to look for information
or contael. Omil your surname and address, at this time. This is

information which you should keep to yoursell until later, and the

society will not give out your alddress to anyone without your
permission. Only when you are certain that the relotionship has
progressed to the point of absolute trust ineach other. should you
pass on this personal information. You may if you like include a

photograph and express vour interest in having an exchange of

information, or a reunion, whatever you wish,

The law was changed in Englamd and Wales by the Children Act of
1975, and in Northern Ireland by the Adoption (Northern Ireland)
Order of 1987. which became operative from Ist October 1989,
Adopted people now have the right to get a copy of their original
birth certificate if they want it. Trom the age of 18, In Seotland.

sinee 1930 adopted people over the age of 17 have been able 1o see

their original birth records. (Mozt people whae have applied to sce
their records since the law changed have been between ages 20 and
39. or oller) People adopted hefore 1975 who wam their birth
certificates and the name of the ageney which arranged the adoption
are first required to talk to a counsellor, People who were adopted
after 1975 do not have to see a counsellor, bat can do so if they

wizh.

We would recommenil counselling for all involved. The purpose
of counselling is: 10 give the adopted person basic information about
histher adoption: to help the udopted person to understand some
of the possible effects of histher enquiries: to explain regulations

and procedures reluting 1o adoption.

The law requires a person adopted hefore 1975 in Englaml and
Wales. and 1987 in Northern Ireland. to see s counsellor before
he/she ean e given access o his birth records becanse the natural
and adoptive parents may have been led 10 believe that the chiled
heingz adopted would never be able to find om histher oviginal name
or the names of the natural parents, These arrangements were made
in good faith. and it is important 10 understand what an
investigation into the past may mean for the adopted person and

for uther people.

s to birth

Anyone resident abroadd who wishes to apply for ace
records under the provisions of the Children Act 1975 or Adoption
(Northern Ireland) Order 1987 and who intends (o vizit the area, -
LEngland, Scotland, Wales. Northern Lreloml - shonld apply on the

appropriate form well in advance of the proposed visil. giving
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approximate dates of arrival and departure. and indicating where
he/she wishes to see a counsellor. e.g.. Health & Social Services
Board in whose area the adoption was made, or an adoption society
which arranged the adoption if the society was registered hefore
the Adoption Ovder 1987,

The counsellor can tell vou: your original names; the name of your
natural mother; possibly the name of your natural father; and the
name of the court where the order was made. With this infermation
you will then be able to obtain a copy of your hirth certificate. if
you wish, The birth certificate gives the following information: date
and place of birth; nume under which you were originally registered:
mather’s name and perbaps her occupation; mother’s name and
address at that time; nume and address of the person who registered

the birth - usually the mother; date of registration and the name of

the registrar. Tt may or may not give the father’s name and
acenpation. If a child’s parents are not married to each other the

father’s name is not always on the birth certificate.

Depending on how and when the adoption was arranged, there may
be other information available. The adoption could have heen
arranged through an adoption sociely or a Health and Social
Services Board. or a former welfare anthority {whaose duties were
taken over by Boards in 1973). or through an individual such as a
doctor, soliciter, ur friend. or the mother could have arranged it

on her own, privately.

Some children are adopted by grandparents or other relatives and
there have also heen numerous adoptions by a natural parent with
a step-parent. The counsellor will not have this information hat
will be able to give an anthorisation to osk the court which made
the adoption order for the name of the adoption society or Board.,
if any, which took part in the arrangements for the adoption. If the
court records are still available and the eourt is ale 1o give you
the name of the relevant adoption society or Board, you will be

able 10 make enquiries with them,
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There can be no certainty that any additional backgronnd
information exists. Under former adoption legislution adoption
socicties were only required (o keep their records for 25 years and
court records are not kept indefinitely. Health and Sovial Services
Boards' records may not go back far enough to inelude people whose
adoption took place many years ago. or records may have been
lost or desiroyed. Old records ave often brief and details you are

looking for may not be included.

provisions of the Adoption Act nor to be a legal tnterpretation

thereof”,
It answers many questions such as:

WAt 15 ADoPTION? Adoption is a process by which a child becomes
a member of o new family. It crentes a permanent legal relationship

between the adoptive parents and the child,

WHO ARRANGES AnorTions? The registered adoption societies and
the health boards are the only agencies legally entitled o place

children for adoption.

WAT 15 AN Abornioy Orber? An adoplion order secures in law the
position of the child in the adoptive family. On the making of the
adoption order the natural parent(s} lose(s) all legal rights over
the chilil and is/are freed from all duties. These rights and daties
are transferred to the adoptive parents. The child is regarded in
law as the child of the edoptive parenta as if hefshe were born 1o

them in marriage. Legal adoption is permanent.

Tk Anormion Boarn: Al applications for adoption orders are made
10 the Adoption Board. an independent statutory hady. The Board
consists of a chairman and eight ordinary members appointed by
the Government. The primary function of the Board is to grant or
refuse applications for adoption orders. I also has responsibility

for registering and supervising the adoplion societies.

ADOPTABLE CHILBREN: The law permits the adoption of {(a) orphans.
amd (M) children horn outside marriage. including in certain

circumstances. children whose natural parents subsequently marry



each other, In addition. in exceptional vases. the High Court may
make orders under Seclion 3 of the Adopiion Act, 1988
authorising the adoption of children whose parents have failed in
their duty towards them. Children born within marviage may be

adopted under this provision.

A child horn outside marriage who is legitimated by the subsequent
marriage of the natural parents ix eligible for adoption provided
his/her birth has not been re-registered. A child born to a married
woman hut whose hushanil is not the father, is eligible for adoption
provided the facts of the child’s paternity can be proven 1o the

satisfaction of the Adoption Beard.

The child must reside in the State, be at least six weeks old and
under 18 years of age. The child need not have been born in

this country.

Tuk WELFARE oF THE ChiLn: Adoption is fur the benefit of children.

The child is the most important person in the whole process. This
principle is embodied in the law. which requires the Adoplion
Board. or any court. when dealing with any matter relating 1o an
adoption. to regard the welfare of the child as the first and

paramount consideration.

The Chon’s Wisngs: The Adoption Board must take inte aceount
the wishes of a child who is more than seven years of age at the date

of the application for the adoption order.
Wno Mav Aport? The following persons are eligible 1o adopt:

() a marvied couple living together This is the only circumstance
where the law permitg the adoption of a child by more than one

person.

(b) o0 married person alone In this circumstance the spouse’s
consent 1o adopt must be obtained. unless they are living apart
and are separated under (1 }a court decree or (2} deed of separation
or (3) the spouse hus deseried the prospective adopter or (4)
conduct on the part of the spouse results in the prospective adepier,
with just cause, leaving the spouse and living apart.
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{¢) the mother, father or a relative of the child (relationship toa
child horn vutside marriage is traced through the mother only)

(d) a widow or widower

A person who does not come within the classes of person defined
under (¢} and (d) above may only adopt where the Board is
satisfied that. in the particular circumstances of the case. it is
desirable 1o grant an order.

Aces oF ApopTers: Minimum agez A couple adopting o child 1o

whom they are not related must both be at least 21 years of age.
Where the child is being adopted by a married couple and one of
them is the natural mother or father or u relative of the child. only
one of them must have attained the age of 21 years. Upper ages:

The law does not lny down upper age limits for adopting parents.
However, age is a significant factor when assessing a couple’s
suitability to odopt and most adoption agencies apply their own

upper age limiis,

RESIDENCY OF ADOPTERS: Adopling parents must he ordinarily
resident in the State and have been so resident for at least one year

hefore the date of the making of the adoption order.

RELcon: Where the adopting parents. the child and the nawral
paren(s) are not all of the sume religion. the natural parent{s) must
know the religion (if any) of each of the adopting parents when

giving consent to the child’s adoeption.

Surranaty: The Adoption Board cannot muke an adoption order
unless it is satisfied that each of the adopling parents is a suitable

person to have parental rights and duties in respect of the child.

CoxsexT: Whose consent is required? The consent of every person
being ¢ parent or guardian of the child or having charge of or control
over the child is normally required to (a) the placing of the child

for adoption, and (b} the making of an adoption order for the child.
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As most adoptable childeen are born omside marriage. the consemt

of the natural mother only is normally required.

The consent of the natural father is required where (a) he marries
the natural mother after the birth of the child, or (b) he i3 appointed
a guardian of the child or is granted custody of the child pursuam

to & court order or otherwise,

Consent 10 Plecement: Where the chilid’s adoption is being
arranged by a registered adoption society, the natural mother,
natural father (if applicable) or muardian must give an initial consent
o agreement to the placing of the child for adoption by the society,
1

is may he given ar any time after the birth of the child.

Caonsent to Adoption Order: Consent to the making of an adoption
arder may not be given until the child is at least six weeks old. It
may not be given earlier than three months: before the date of the

application for the adoption order.

Consent 1o the making of an adoption order may be withdrawn

at any time before the making of the adoption order,

Consent 10 the making of an adoption order must be given in a
2 i [

form prescribed by the Adoption Rules.

The Adoption Board must satisly itsell that every person who has
given consenl to the making of an adoption order understands the
nature aml effeer of the consent and of the adoption order and of
certain legal rights. In order to comply with this requirement. the
Board appoints “aunthorised persons’ to interview the consenting
party (usnally the natural mother) on its behalf. After the person
has given consent hefshe is interviewed by an “authorised person”

who completes a questionnaire with him/her,

Bseensine wern Consent: The Adoption Board may dispense with
consent if it is satisfied that the person whose consent is required is
incapable by reason of memal infirmity of giving consent. or cannol

be found.



Where a natural mother wha has initially agreed to the placing of
her child for aduption fails, neglects. or refuses to give her consent
to the making of an adoption order, or withdraws a consent already
given. itis open to the adopting parents. if they have applied for an
adoption order for the child. to apply 10 the High Court for an
order under Section 3 of the Adoption Act, 1974, The High
Court, i1t is satisfied that it is in the best interest of the child to do
so, may make an order under that section (a) giving custody of the
child to the adopting parents for a specified period. and (h)
authorising the Adoption Board to dispense with the mother’s
consent to the making of an adoption order in favour of them during
that period.

Consent is not required to the adoption of o child in respeet of
whom the High Court has made an order under Section 3 of the

Adoption Act, 1988.

RecLam oF Ciin: If a natural mother changes her mind about
adoption before the making of the adoption order and seeks to
reclaim her child but the adopling parents refuse to give up the
child, then it is open to her to institute legal proceedings to have

custody of the child restored to her.

Bkt CERTIFICATES AND ADOPTED CHILDREN: When an adoptlion
order is made, a new birth® certificate may he obtained for the
child. The certificate issued is not an actual birth certificate but a
certified copy of the entry relating Lo the child in the Adopted
Children Register. However. for all legal purposzes it has the siatus
of u hirth certificate. The tung form of the certificate gives the date
of the adoption order. and the name(s) and address of the adoptive

parent(s}.

Re-AnorTion: The only circumstances in which a further adoption
order may be made for the sume child are:(a) where his/her adoptive
parents (or parent in the case of the sole adopter) have died or (b)
the High Court makes an order under Seetion 3 of the Adoption
Act, 1988 in respect of the child.
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L. A natnral parent or relative wishing to adopt a child either alone
or with a speuse should contact The Adoptivn Board for information

as to the procedure involved.

2. A couple wishing 1o have a child placed with them for adoption
should apply to a regmstered adoplion society or their local health
board. The societies are listed elsewhere in this hook. As there are
far more couples wanting to adopt than there are children available
for adoption. not all couples who apply to an adeption agency will

be successful.

3. A couple being considered by an adoption agency will have to

undergo a detatled assessment. The purpose of this agsessment iy

to establish the couple’s suitability os prospective adoptive parents,

al

The assessment will be carried out by one of the agency’s se
workers. It will include a number of joint and individual interviews
and visits to the couple’s home. The social worker will discuss such
areas as the couple’s relationship. their motives for adopting, their
expectations of the child and their ability 1o help the child 10 a
knowledge amd understanding of his notural background. The

couple will also have o undergo a medical examination.

4. Il a couple are aceepred by an adoption agency and have a child
pleced with themn, the next step is 1o apply 10 the Adoption Board
for an adoption erder. Certain documents must be sent to the Board
in support of the application. The agency will know what documents
are reguired and will probably already have obtained them from

the couple before placement.

5. The Adoption Board cannot make an adoption order unless il is
satisfied as to the suitalility of the adopting parents. The Board
has a team of social workers whao visil the homes of applicants for
adoption orders, and report to the Board on their suitability. On
receipt of an application for an adoption order. the Board assigns
one of its social workers (o the application. The social worker will

normally make at least two visits to the applicants” home.

6. The: Adoption Board does not usually finelise an adoption until
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the adopting parents have had the child in thetr care for af least six
months. The Board may require the applicants to have the child in

their care for a longer period in certain circumstances.

7. When the Adoption Board is satisfied that an adoption is ready
to be finalised, it will invite the adopting parents te attend before
it. with the child, for the hearing of their application. At the oral
hearing. the applicants are asked certain questions on oath in order
to extablish their identity and eligibility to adopt. I these questions
are answered to the satisfaction of the Board, the Board then makex

the adoption order.

No fees are poavable to the Adoption Board in consideration of

an adoption applicatien.

Avormiox Act 1991, Recognition of certain adoptions effected

outside the State by Irish residents:

1. Pre-Ist April 1991 cases: Persons who effected the adoption
of a child abroad before the 1st April 1991 will be entitled 10
have their adoption recognised provided (u) rhey are eligible to
adopt under Irish law. and (b) the acdoption complies with the terms
of the definition of a foreign adoption under the Act und (c} the
child or adapted person was under 21 years of age at the date of
the udoption. if efferted prior to commencement of the Act and
under 18 yvears of age. if effected after the commencement date
(i.e. 31.5.1991)

Adopters may apply 10 the Adoption Buard for reeognition.

2. Persons with written Immigration Clearances: Persons who
made a request in writing to the Department of Justice hefore the
Lst April 1991 for a written immigration ¢learance for an adopted
child and who received such a elearance will he entitled 10 have
thetr adoptions recognised on the same basis as the pre-1st April
cases provided that their adoptions were coffected before the 1a

July 1991.
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3. All other cases All other persons resident here who wish o
adopt abroad are required to have their eligibility and suitabiliry
established before they travel abroad, if their adoption is to he

recognised,

The Adoption Board has respunsibility for determining eligibility

and suitability. However, the first step is to have a suitability

assessment carried out. The suitability assessments may only be
carried out by i health board or a registered adoption society. In
accordance with Section 8(1) of the Act. o health board must
carry oul assessments for persons ordinavily resident in its
Functional srea. Hegistered adoption suciclies may carry out
assessments on hehall of health boards or at the request of those

wishing to adopt abroad. but are not oMiged to do s0.

When a suitability assessment report has been prepared by a health
board or a registered adoption saciety. the proposed adopters may
apply to the Adoeption Board for a declaration of their suitability

and eligibility.

Where the Board makes a declaration in favour of the proposed
adopters. it wilt give them a copy of the declaration amd the
suitahility assessment report. The proposed adepters can produce
these documents to the foreign adoption suthorilies as evidenre
that they have been approved for an inter-country adoption by the

Irish adoption autherity.

The Department of Justice will not issne an immigration elearance
until persons who propose adopting abroad successfully complete

the neic procedures and have a declaration made in their favour.

A fundamental prerequisite to the granting of recognition is that
the foreign adoption fully complies with the definition of a foreign
adoption specified in the Act. Avcordingly. it cann be presumed
that the granting of recognition will necessarily fullow upon the

making of a declaration of eligibility and suitability.
